Cooking on the Songlines
by Joanne Buerger

Bahamas hotel disco bar,
He asks if she's a movie star...
Love in Decline

From tribal Indians to pirates, from explorers to slave traders, the Bahamas are steeped
in centuries of rich and fascinating history. The Siboney Indians were the first known
residents of the Bahamas about 7,000 years ago. Sometime after the Siboneys
disappeared, the Arawak Indians, also called Lucayans, migrated to the islands from the
Amazon region of South America. The Lucayans were prosperous and plentiful, with an
estimated population of around 40,000 by the late 15™ century. Most historians believe
they developed an advanced political and social structure and lived in well-organized
cities.  Shortly after Christopher Columbus arrived in 1492, they were rapidly
exterminated by the Spanish and, as a result, little is known about them. When
Columbus “discovered” the Bahamas, he sailed through the narrow Crooked Island
Passage down the leeward side of the islands. This major shipping thoroughfare
eventually became so popular that it also attracted pirates and buccaneers, who found
the shallow waters and numerous sandbars to be an ideal setting for attacking unwary
ships. By 1700, Nassau was actually ruled by pirates, who chased off most of the law-
abiding citizens. Edward Teach, the notorious Blackbeard, commandeered Fort Nassau
as his residence and spent his time infuriating the British Royal Navy. American
Loyalists began to settle in the Bahamas in the late 18th century, bringing with them
slaves and money to start a cotton industry. The people who live in the Bahamas are
predominantly of West African descent who were captured and forced into slavery on
the cotton plantations in the Americas. Most white residents of the Bahamas are
descendants of the first English settlers (English Puritans), who immigrated to Bermuda
in 1647 to gain religious freedom and settled on the island of Eleuthera. The culture is a
melting pot of many native customs ranging from the indigenous "Indian" people, West
African, English and other cultures who, over the past three or four centuries, arrived in
the Bahamas.

Seafood is the staple of the Bahamian diet, with conch as one of the primary
ingredients. Other delicacies include the Bahamian spiny rock lobster, land crabs, and
a variety of fresh fish. Another main ingredient in Bahamian fare is coconut, which grow
in abundance on the islands. The cuisine of the Bahamas is never, ever bland. Spicy,
subtly and uniquely flavored with local meats and produce, Bahamian cuisine today has
been shaped by the heritage, experiences, beliefs and lifestyles developed over the
centuries.

Let’s start cooking...



CONCH SALAD

Where conch is not available you can substitute lobster

1 Ib. conch, cleaned and cooked 1 large tomato
1 small onion % c. sour orange, lemon or lime juice
1 stalk celery salt, pepper & hot pepper to taste

%4 small sweet pepper

Cut conch, onion, celery, sweet pepper and tomato into small cube pieces. Combine all
ingredients and mix well. Chill and serve.

NASSAU LOBSTER THERMADOR

1 medium lobster 1 small onion, finely chopped
2 T. flour Pepper to taste

1c. milk Parmesan cheese

Pinch of salt Paprika

2 T. sherry Melted butter

% Ib. cheese Chopped parsley

2 oz. butter

Cook lobster in boiling salted water until red; remove from water and cool. Cut lobster in half
and remove meat from shell, but save shell for stuffing. Heat milk in a saucepan and set aside.
Melt butter in a small saucepan on low flame. Add onion and simmer until tender. Add chopped
cheese and flour, and stir continuously. Pour in hot milk and stir until mixture is thick and
smooth. Add salt, pepper and sherry. Remove from fire. Cut lobster meat into small pieces,
but not too fine. Add lobster to sauce and stuff into shell. Garnish with parmesan cheese,
paprika and melted butter. Place under broiler until golden brown. Garnish with chopped
parsley and serve.

BAHAMIAN HAM LOAF

3 c. ham, cooked and minced Y2 t. salt

1 c. bread crumbs 1T. parsley flakes

2 eggs, beaten 1T. prepared mustard

¥4 c. milk 1 T. Worcestershire sauce
Topping:

1/3 c. brown sugar % c. crushed pineapple, drained

¥ T. dried mustard

Mix all loaf ingredients until well-blended and put into loaf pan or baking dish. Combine toping
ingredients and stir lightly until blended. Spread topping over ham mixture. Bake in preheated
300°oven for one hour. Let stand in pan for 5-10 minutes. Place on serving platter and cut into
slices to serve.



PEAS AND RICE

1 c. cooked pigeon peas 1. salt

2 strips bacon black pepper
1 onion, chopped 4 t. thyme

1 bell pepper, chopped 2 c. water

1 T. tomato paste 1c.rice

In a large, deep skillet, fry bacon until done. Remove from pan and crumble. Set aside. In the
bacon fat, cook the onion until translucent. Place all ingredients, except the rice, in the skillet
and bring to a boil. Add rice and simmer, covered, until cooked.

RUMBALL COOKIES

3 c. crushed vanilla wafers 2 T. white Karo Syrup
1 c. powdered sugar 1 c. ground pecans
2 T. (rounded) cocoa % c. rum or bourbon

Mix all ingredients together. Form into small balls. Roll in extra powdered sugar. Place in
metal container lined with wax paper to “season” for several days.

BAHAMIAN FRESH COCONUT CAKE

2 c. flour

2% t. baking powder

1. salt

1Y4 c. sugar

2/3 c. vegetable shortening

3 eggs

1t. vanilla

1 - 1% c. fresh, finely chopped coconut
¥4 c. coconut milk

Sift dry ingredients together. Cream shortening and gradually add sugar. Cream together until
light and fluffy. Add unbeaten eggs one at a time, beating thoroughly after each addition. Add
vanilla and coconut. Add dry ingredients alternately with coconut milk, stirring only to blend. Bake
in two 8" layer cake pans at 350 for 20-25 minutes. Frost layers with confectioner's powdered
sugar creamed with margarine or butter, dash of salt and vanilla, thinned with more coconut milk
and generously filled with chopped or coarsely grated coconut. Also, sprinkle coconut on top and
sides of cake.
