The Evolution of Music Services

           In the past, when we wanted to listen to Jimmy Buffett we had to buy his albums. 
Music grew up and asked for the keys to the car when albums went to eight-track tapes. 
Eight-tracks evolved into cassette tapes, and gave us more freedom when some genius 
created the Walkman, and Sony took this idea to the masses. Cassette tapes gave way 
to Compact Disks, which gave us arguably higher quality and a longer life than its 
predecessors. Music technology staggered around for a while after this. New 
technologies were developed but never really caught on, such as DAT, great for 
backing up computer data, but it never made it in the consumer market. After years of 
researching how to best balance audio sound quality and compressed file size, in 1995 
the MP3 file format was formally introduced. Digital Audio Players (DAPs) came to the 
consumer market in late 19981, but did not take off until Apple Computer introduced the 
first iPod. We went from carrying around 13 songs on cassette tape on our Walkman to 
1,000 songs on the first 5 gigabyte iPod. 
 Before introducing the iPod, Apple unveiled its counterpart, iTunes, in early 1998. 
iTunes allowed us to finally bring all of our music together in one place, catalog it and 
keep it nicely organized. We could manually create our own playlists to be played on 
our computers, or iPods. We had to do the thinking for the computer and tell it to play 
Jimmy Buffett with Jerry Jeff Walker, Michael McCloud, Kenny Chesney, Tall Paul, Jim 
Morris, etc. We have come so far, but why can’t someone make it so the computer 
knows which music goes well together. Ahhh, but someone has! 
 Before I introduce to you the next step in the evolution of personal music I would 
like to talk about online music services. We all know that we can get our Buffett fix by 
tuning into Radio Margaritaville. Subscribers to Sirius Satellite Radio can get a nice 
crisp, clean sounding signal on their in the car, on their portable players, or log into a 
higher quality streaming feed of Radio Margaritaville. Non-subscribers can also listen in, 
but to a significantly lower quality feed. You can catch a little Buffett on channels of 
other mainstream services like AOL Radio or Launchcast by Yahoo!, but these channels 
are very amateurish. Live365 also offers Buffett channels to its subscribers that are 
more professional, including JimmyDreamz. The pitfalls of these are that you have to 
pay to get quality and you can’t control the content. 
 Welcome to the future: Pandora and Genius. “Pandora is a personalized radio 
service, available anytime and anywhere on [any internet accessible computer], in the 
home and on mobile devices [such as iPhone and iPod touch]. Pandora is based on the 
Music Genome Project, which began in 2000 and is the most thorough analysis of 
popular music ever undertaken. Each song in this massive collection, which includes 
Pop, Rock, Jazz, Electronica, Hip Hop, Country, Blues, R&B, and Latin, is analyzed by 
one of more than 50 trained musicians, and assessed against up to 400 distinct musical 
attributes (encompassing melody, harmony, rhythm, etc.) to capture its unique musical 
identity.”2 
 Pandora users can utilize the online radio service for free, with onscreen 
advertising, or can subscribe to Pandora for an ad-free experience. Once a user creates

an account, they can search for their favorite musician or song, and Pandora will 
automatically create a station based around it using the knowledge of the Music 
Genome Project. Users can create up to 100 personal radio stations and even pick and 
choose which channels to mix in the quick mix option. Let me just say this: This is the 
coolest technology I have seen since the iPod. Visit www.pandora.com and check it out, 
play with it and explore it for yourself. If you have an iPhone or iPod touch, download 
the Pandora application from Apple’s AppStore for free and give it a try. How cool is 
that? You’re own personalized radio station, at your computer or on the go! 
 There’s one downside to Pandora. It doesn’t know Trop Rock very well. We are 
limited to Jimmy Buffett, Jerry Jeff Walker, and The Boat Drunks for the most part. I 
wrote to them and gave them some good background information about Trop Rock and 
they took the information to heart. Hopefully we will see more soon. The Music Genome 
Project has recently gained a competitor. With the introduction of iTunes 8, Apple 
introduced Genius. Genius is cool in that it does a good job knowing which songs go 
well together. I threw Jimmy Buffett into a playlist and Genius suggested bands like The 
Caribbean Cowboys, Little Feat, Don Middlebrook, and Rick Steffen. Impressive, but the 
reason why they are suggesting them is because they want you to buy the songs from 
the iTunes Music Store. Essentially, Apple has placed a large ad on the right-hand side 
of every iTunes program on every Mac or PC, with or without an iPod.
